
Star Family Patch Program 
 
The Purpose of the Star Girl Scout Family program is to stimulate adult involvement 
in the Calumet Council, increase support for troop and group leadership, expand program activities 
and retain girls and adults. 
 
To become a Star Girl Scout Family, a Girl Scout MUST have at least one adult family member or 
friend complete: 1 activity from Section I, 3 activities from section II, and 1 activity from Section III 
during the course of one registration year (beginning in September).  Application due June 1 for 
current year. 
 
Upon completion of the required activities the Girl Scout gives this form, which names the adult 
family member who completed the requirements and the date of completion, to her troop or group 
leader. 
 
The adult who completes the requirements will receive a certificate. That adult may then go to the 
Council Shop and purchase a patch for the Girl Scout to wear on the back of her sash or vest. For 
more than one year's participation the girl will receive additional recognitions to go with the patch 
and the adult will receive a certificate. 
 
Adults participating in the Star Girl Scout Family Program MUST complete 1 activity from Section I,  
3 activities from Section II, and 1 activity from Section III.  
 
Section I  {Must complete at least 1} 
1. Must be registered as a troop/group leader or co-leader. (01, 02) 
2. Serve as a troop/group cookie chairperson. 
3. Contribute to the Council’s Annual Giving and/or Family Partnership Program 

(Minimum $25 contribution) 
4. Serve as a troop/group Family Partnership Chairperson. 
5. Serve as the troop/group first aider. (Take all necessary first aid requirements.) 
6. Be a member of the Service Unit Service Team (Recruiter, Consultant Manager, etc.) 
7. Serve as a Service Unit Family Partnership Chairperson. 
 
Section II {Must complete at least 3}  
1. At least once, help with troop/group phoning. 
2. Assist with a troop project or special activity. 
3. Care for the leader’s children during a training or troop function. 
4. At least once, assist with paper work or record keeping. 
5. Locate resource people for the troop/group program. 
6. Accompany the troop/group on an outdoor activity (cook-out, hike, etc) 
7. Accompany the troop/group on an overnight camp trip. 
8. Share a skill, talent or hobby with the troop/group or with a group of troop leaders in the 

service unit. 
9. Take part in an inter-troop/group, service unit or council activity or event. 
10. Register as a troop committee person. 
11. Take a council sponsored training course to aid the troop/group with weekly program level 

activities or outdoor skills, etc. 
12. Serve on the council Board of Directors or on a standing board committee. 
13. Serve on a council board task group. 
14. Help with troop fund raising activities. 
15. At least once, provide transportation for troop outings and/or meetings.

Section III {Must complete at least 1}  
1. Attend Council Adult Fund Raiser (Fashion Show, Candlelight Bowling, Bunco, Spaghetti 

Dinner, etc.). 
2. Participate in the Do Dad/Go-Mom Work Day at Apple Acres or the Service Center.
